LOOSE LEASH WALKING

Dog won't jump on you or guests. Critical for Highland Park and Preston Hollow homes where social polish is paramount.

Dog comes and sits directly in front of you. Essential for off-leash control and safe recall in Frisco, Plano, and Arlington.

FOCUSED HEEL

BREAK

A cue that allows the dog to release from a command. Lets your dog know when they're free to move and play after training.

AGGRESSION

When a dog displays threat of harm through snarling, growling, snapping, biting, barking, or lunging. Can stem from territory
guarding, fear, or frustration. Master Trainer Justin Rie provides management and control for DFW elite families.

REACTIVITY

When a dog overreacts to situations due to fear or genetics. Common in DFW due to busy neighborhoods and traffic. Our climate-
controlled facility allows safe training away from triggers.

DISTRACTIONS

Sounds, smells, other dogs, or stimuli that distract from focus. Off Leash K9 DFW specializes in distraction-proofing for elite training in
busy Dallas-Fort Worth environments.

MARKER

A stimulus that pinpoints correct behavior to earn reward. Can be a clicker or verbal cue. Used by Master Trainer Justin Rie throughout
all training.

E-COLLAR

Electronic collar used in balanced training. When properly fitted and used by Master Trainer Justin Rie, provides consistent
communication and off-leash reliability without pain or fear.
